Can we have a schema of the current database?
Answer 2:
Below extracts related to the schema of the current database

	Database schemas and structure 
The information in MIDSIS-TROCS database will be structure using the following tables: 

- Chemical products table: this table will include all the chemical and physical data related to the chemical products of interest. The particular fields of this database will be validated by the HNS expert and approved by REMPEC. It is expected that this database will include most of the data already in version 2.0 of the application. However, some fields might have to be modified as a result of the update of data. In particular, it will contain the following information items: 

· Physical and Chemical Data. 

· Transportation Data. 

· Reactivity Data. 

· GESAMP Data; and 

· Marine Pollution Data. 

- Synonym table: this table will include the synonyms of each chemical product in both French and English and will be related to the chemical products table using a unique identifier for every chemical product. 

- Expert table: this table will contain all the relevant information about the expert in relation with particular chemical product. As an example, it will contain the name, email address and phone number of the expert. However, it is possible that this table is replaced by links to specific URLs if specified by REMPEC. 

The idea is to link the information from the different tables using a unique identifier that will be assigned to each chemical product. Figure 4 represents the schemas of the database tables.
